C linical MRI is intended to serve as a practical
educational textbook for clinical magnetic reso-
nance imaging (MRI). The bulk of the text is

organized along anatomic lines and discusses disease
entities commonly encountered in clinical practice. The
final two chapters discuss in depth contrast media and
contrast-enhanced MRI angiography, two topics deserv-
ing additional attention because of their clinical impor-
tance today. MRI physics per se is not discussed in a
separate chapter, and the reader is referred to the many
available texts for detailed reviews of this topic.

Emphasis is placed on disease entities that are rou-
tinely seen in the clinical practice of MRI. The focus is
on common examinations, covering briefly in each area
important points relative to imaging technique and dis-
cussing in depth clinical interpretation. Clinical cases
serve as the backbone of this discussion.

The clinical applications of MRI continue to expand
owing to both greater availability and advances in instru-
mentation. Progress in MRI has largely dominated the
field of diagnostic radiology for the past 20 years. Today,
MRI stands as a major diagnostic subspecialty. The so-
phisticated application of this technique and further ad-
vances dictate that MRI will continue to play a dominant
role in clinical medicine for a long time to come.
